They threatened my
life. I was stopped again about a week later by one of the same men, who beat me up and
threatened to kill me if he saw me again, because I am a member of the IPA party.

Prior to leaving Utopia, I moved to another city called Camino with my family. In June of 2019,
I attended an IPA rally with my neighbor. When the sun went down, several armed, Traditiomal
Republic party members invaded the rally. I saw one of the armed men punch a teenager wearing
an TPA shirt and tear gas began to explode everywhere. People were arguing and fighting and T
knew that my life was in danger.

Since I arrived in the United States, my mother informed me that Traditional Republic party
members have come to our family farm on three occasions and demanded a monthly "rent" to
guarantee my family's safety and show their allegiance to the Traditional Republiec party, which
has taken over my home province. I fear that if I return to Utopia, I will be harmed or killed
by members of the Traditional Republic party because of my work with IPA.
